He's been helping our drivers develop with the 
Ginetta. We have no doubt Kieren will do a good job for us. He's very committed to helping us get to the

I am still looking to bring on board a few more partners, who will have the chance to 
use the GT races as part of their marketing and advertising. With the media interest and TV coverage, 
the potential is enormous.”
